In (a) line 6 change “will” in “will conduct” to “shall” or “must.” In that same line change “will” in “teacher will” to “must,” “shall” or “may.”
In (a) line 7 delete or define “actively.” 

In (c)(1) – (9) delete “Component[1 – 9]” as unnecessary.

In (c)(4) line 29 change “will” to “shall” or “must.”

In (c)(5)(a) line 33 presumably the time period for which alternative is to apply is “whichever is longer.” Please specify that or whatever standard is used to determine which applies.

In (c)(5)(C) line 38 there is a reference to a “summative” evaluation. Please verify that this is a term of art understood by all who use it (and explain or define it to me either in writing or orally); is defined elsewhere in the rules or statutes; or is understood but needs a definition, in which case it needs to be provided.
In (c)(8)(B) page 2 line 74 change “should” to “shall” or “may.”

In (c)(8)(C) page 3 line 79 make “She” lowercase.
In (c)(9) page 3 line 89 change “will” to “shall” or “must.”

In the future please begin line numbers from “1” on each separate page. However this month you should use the continuous line numbers in submitting these technical changes.

If that is so on the line stating each of the “Standards,” please change “Standard X: ….” To “Elements of Standard X: …:” (changing the period after the standard to a colon). E.g. (a)(1) would read: “Elements of Standard 1: Teachers demonstrate leadership:”
In (a)(1)(A) page 1 line 9,(a)(3)(D) page 3 lines 10 and 15, (a)(4)(H) page 4 lines 21 and 22, (a)(5)(B) page 4 line 32 unless “21st Century” refers to some specific program make “Century” lowercase. If it does refer to some specific program and its content please use the full name of the program in each reference. Out of curiosity in (a)(4)(H) especially are there any 20th century assessment systems that are still used today?
