The staff of the Rules Review Commission has completed its opinion review of the rule or set of rules your agency filed with us for review by the RRC at its next meeting.  The Commission has not yet met and therefore there has not been a determination as to whether the rule will be approved.

In reviewing the rules, the staff determined that one or more technical changes need to be made. Approval of any rule is contingent on making this technical change as set out in G.S. 150B-21.1

In (3)(a)(i) line 32 I believe “Is responsible for implementing” would read better and be more correct as “Shall implement.” The same would apply in (3)(a)(iii) by changing “Is responsible for supervising” to “Shall supervise.”

 This is to maintain parallel construction with …(ii). Otherwise move “is responsible for” to line 31 after “therapist” and change “May delegate” to “delegating.” Also use capitals for each of those gerunds in …(i) – (iii).

In (4) page 2 line 7 it appears the semicolon should be deleted
In (4)(a) line 9 delete the comma after “assistant,” and either add the word “to” before “evaluate” in line 9 or delete it before “modify” in line 10 to maintain parallel construction.

At the end of (4)(a) line 11 change the period to a semicolon.

In (5)(a) line 20 it seems to me that “may” should be “shall” otherwise there is no requirement that any of the listed documentation items be included in the documentation.

In (6)(b) page 2 line 36 add “shall” before the semicolon.

Then in line 37 change “Reports data” to “Report data.”

And in (6)(b)(ii) page 3 line 1 change “Formulates discharge” to “Formulate discharge” and “and/or” to “and” or “or.”
